Required Materials:

1. Readings: Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury, Romeo and Juliet by William Shakespeare, Miracle Worker by William Gibson, and various other short stories, poems, and non-fiction pieces. 

2. Loose-leaf paper or notebook. NO SPIRAL NOTEBOOKS!
3. Blue or black pen! DO NOT write in colors other than blue or black!!! #2 pencil for Scantron Assessments.
4. Folder or binder for class papers and notes 

Classroom rules: Failure to follow these rules will result in an office referral or an after school detention, in addition to parent contact. 

1. 
Be on time: Tardiness will be recorded. If the office or another teacher detains you, make sure to ask for a pass. 

2. 
Attend class regularly: Students are required to be in school on a regular basis. I follow the school’s 
attendance policy and will not make any exceptions.  Class cutting is not permitted under any 
circumstances and will result in a written referral.

3. Be prepared daily: Bring your notebook/folder, paper, pens, and pencils. I will inform you when you need to bring special or additional materials to class.  Locker passes will not be given.  After school detentions will be given after a student forgets his or her materials more than (3) times.  This includes going to lockers, not having the proper writing utensils, etc. 

4. Be prepared to work: Bring a positive attitude and a commitment to work in this classroom.  Do not bring work from another class unless told to do so.  

5. End of the period behavior: Students are NOT allowed to congregate in the doorway before the end of the period.  Students will remain in the classroom no further than the teacher’s desk.  
6. Food in the classroom: Food, soft drinks, soda pop, sports drinks, etc. are allowed in the classroom, however if I have to pick up candy wrappers or pop bottles, this privilege will be suspended.

7. Homework and Plagiarism: Homework will be assigned, collected, and graded on a regular basis.  

a. Any students caught copying, plagiarizing, or turning in another student’s work will receive an after school detention.  This includes the student who copied/plagiarized and the student who allowed the student to copy the work.  The students involved then will complete a similar assignment, however the best score that can be earned is half credit.  
b. In addition, students caught copying work from another class will be reported to their respective teachers.
c. Finally, parents will be notified of any and all instances of copying, plagiarizing, or turning in another student’s work.
d. Any further instance of such cheating will result in a zero on the given assignment and referral to the office for appropriate discipline.
8. Make up work: BE PROMPT in making up missed work. Generally, work should be made up within 2 days of a student’s return to school.  STUDENTS are responsible for seeking out what work was missed.  

9. Late work: Work may be turned in the NEXT DAY for partial credit. Points will be deducted based on the lateness of the work in addition to any points deducted for wrong answers.   This will result in a minimum deduction of (5) points per day late.  Points will also be deducted for turning in work the same day it is due, but later than the student’ assigned class period.  
10. Tests & Quizzes: Quizzes may be announced or unannounced. Review materials daily and keep up with assignments. Tests will be announced in advance. All students should begin to prepare in advance for tests.  Failure to take home necessary materials and other excuses will not be accepted.  If a student is absent the day of a review and no new material has been covered, the student is still responsible for the material covered on the test.  If a student is absent the day before an announced test or quiz, the student is still responsible for taking the test if he or she returns to school the day the test or quiz is scheduled.

11. Students with special needs: Students should inform Mrs. Snyder of any special needs at the beginning of the class period.  All students are required to start the test in Mrs. Snyder’s room, but may finish the test at a later time with an assigned teacher.  It is expected that a student who needs more time use his or her class time wisely.  Tests/quizzes turned in with more 10 minutes left in the class period will be returned to the student and the student will be directed to continue with his or her work until such time has passed.  
12. Mrs. Snyder’s Personal Property: Please respect both the school and my personal property.  That includes all desks, bookshelves, tables, textbooks, bulletin and chalkboards, as well as anything that is on my desk.

13. Substitutes: In the event that I am absent from school, I will require nothing less than a student’s best behavior for the substitute.  If for any reason there are discipline problems or names left for me by the substitute, a detention will automatically be issued for the person or persons involved.

14. Restroom/Hall Passes: Passes to the restroom are given out only in extreme emergencies.  Plan on using the restroom before or after class.  Restroom passes are a privilege and will be suspended if abused.   DO NOT ASK TO LEAVE THE ROOM AND COME BACK TO CLASS WITH A DRINK OR FOOD.  Parent contact will be made and an after-school detention will be issued.   

15. Hall Passes: Passes to the office, a student’s locker, or other places will only be given in extreme emergencies.  Please bring all necessary materials to class.  Take care of any other matters on your own time. In addition, students should not plan on using class time to go to the office, see a guidance counselor, or visit the School Resource Officer.

16. Clinic: If you feel ill, students must ask Mrs. Snyder for a pass.  Students will not be admitted to the clinic without a  pass. If it is an EXTREME EMERGENCY, please leave the room and go straight to the clinic.  
17. Swearing: Obscenities of any nature are NOT permitted in my classroom or for that matter, in the hallways.  This includes any derogatory terms that may be favored by teens today.

18. Dress Code: Students MUST be aware of the dress code and understand that I WILL enforce it.  A copy of the Dress Code can be found in the Student Handbook.

19. Cellular Phones: Cellular phones are not to be used in the classroom.  Upon entering the room, you must deposit your cell phone in the phone bank hanging on the wall.  You must do so in order to be marked present.  If your phone is not present, you will be marked absent.  
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1. Teacher / Student Conference (may be held after class, during a studyhall or lunch)

2. Teacher / Parent/Guardian contact (phone call, e-mail, etc.)

3. Teacher initiated intervention (seat change, behavioral plan/contract)

4. Teacher assigned discipline: detentions (contact parent/guardian)

5. Referral to the Controlled Learning Center (CLC): Student Removal for class period for that day only. (Contact parent/guardian)
Grade Postings: 

1. Grades are posted online.
2. Periodically, I will send home an individual copy of the student’s grades, requesting that a parent or guardian sign the sheet, indicating that a parent or guardian has reviewed the grades.  Students will then be asked to return that grade sheet to me.
