· Begins with a mini‐lesson that teaches a new strategy.

· Students may work with partners throughout the workshop.  Partnerships give the opportunity to get help with generating and rehearsing ideas, while offering help during revision and editing.

· While students write independently, individuals and/or small groups are given feedback to help improve writing abilities.

· Weeks are spent drafting ideas in folder or notebooks.  Their chosen best piece is selected for further revision, editing, and publishing.

· Rubrics and Student Checklists are used to help assess different writing categories such as organization, elaboration, and conventions.
