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Fablehaven, Mull  (fantasy/series)  

While their parents go on vacation, Seth and Kendra visit their elusive grandparents , only to discover that their grandparents live on a mystical preserve, filled with magic and intrigue.

The Girl Who Owned a City, Nelson (science fiction)

Lisa, and her little brother, Todd, must find a way to survive in a world where all the adults have died due to a global plague that only effects people over 12.

A Corner of the Universe, Martin (realistic fiction)

Hattie Owen and her parents run a boarding house with eccentric tenants.  One summer, when Hattie turns 12, her mentally disabled Uncle Adam comes to live with her uptight grandparents down the street.  Hattie and her uncle become unlikely friends.

Hatchet, Paulsen (adventure/series)

A boy crashes in the N.W. Territory and must learn to survive on his own with only a hatchet to aid him.

Joey Pigza Loses Control, Gantos  (humor/series)

Joey is a boy that is always in motion.  One summer, he must go and visit his dad, whom he hasn’t seen in years.  He wants so badly to show his dad he can be a winner.  Things go from bad to worse.  Will he and his dad ever see eye-to-eye?

Elephant Run, Smith (historical fiction)

Fourteen-year-old Nick leaves England during WWI because his mom thinks it’s too dangerous.  She sends him to Burma to live with his dad and Nick immediately falls in love with the elephants used for labor.  The village he lives in is soon overrun by the Japanese.  He and his friend must try to escape in order to save their families.
